apostle and high priest of our confession. He was faithful to the one who appointed him, 

just as Moses was in all God’s household. For Jesus is considered worthy of more glory 

than Moses, just as the builder has more honor than the house. Now every house is built 

by someone, but the one who built everything is God. Moses was faithful as a servant in 

all God’s household, as a testimony to what would be said in the future. But Christ was 

faithful as a Son over his household. And we are that household if we hold on to our 

confidence and the hope in which we boast.”

PRIEST- one who mediates in religious service. 

One who is holy or set apart to perform those services. 
 

 

-The priests were responsible for making intercession to God for the people by offering the 

many sacrifices that the law required.  

the High Priest, entered into the Most Holy Place once a year on the Day of Atonement to 

place the blood of the sacrifice on the Ark of the Covenant 



 

 

-The sins of the people were temporarily covered until the Messiah came to take away their 

sins.

CSB 7-1:14 John  

““Don’t let your heart be troubled. Believe in God; believe also in me. In my Father’s 

house are many rooms. If it were not so, would I have told you that I am going to prepare 

a place for you? If I go away and prepare a place for you, I will come again and take you to 

myself, so that where I am you may be also. You know the way to where I am going.” 

“Lord,” Thomas said, “we don’t know where you’re going. How can we know the way?” 

Jesus told him, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except 

through me. If you know me, you will also know my Father. From now on you do know 

him and have seen him.”
