Incarnation of Jesus- doctrine that states Jesus was both fully human and fully

divine.

John 1:1-3 NIV

“In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word
was God. He was with God in the beginning. Through him all things were
made; without him nothing was made that has been made.”



Pre-incarnate Jesus- existence of Jesus before his incarnation of Jesus.

Theophany- A theological term for an encounter with God before Christ's
incarnation.

WORSHIP IS FIGHTING WITHOUT FIGHTING.

1. FALL ON THE LORD’S DIRECTION

FALL ON THE LORD’S DIRECTION TO AVOID MISPLACED ALLEGIANCE

THE LORD TESTS YOUR WORDS
BEFORE HE BLESSES YOUR WORSHIP

FALL ON THE LORD’S DIRECTION OR STAND IN DISOBEDIENCE

2 Corinthians 13:5-9 NLT
“Examine yourselves to see if your faith is genuine. Test yourselves. Surely you
know that Jesus Christ is among you; if not, you have failed the test of genuine



faith. As you test yourselves, | hope you will recognize that we have not failed
the test of apostolic authority. We pray to God that you will not do what is
wrong by refusing our correction. | hope we won’t need to demonstrate our
authority when we arrive. Do the right thing before we come—even if that
makes it look like we have failed to demonstrate our authority. For we cannot
oppose the truth, but must always stand for the truth. We are glad to seem
weak if it helps show that you are actually strong. We pray that you will
become mature.”
