Matthew 16:15-19 NLT

“Then he asked them, “But who do you say | am?” Simon Peter answered, “You are the
Messiah, the Son of the living God.” Jesus replied, “You are blessed, Simon son of John,
because my Father in heaven has revealed this to you. You did not learn this from any
human being. Now | say to you that you are Peter (which means ‘rock’), and upon this
rock | will build my church, and all the powers of hell will not conquer it. And | will give
you the keys of the Kingdom of Heaven. Whatever you forbid on earth will be forbidden in
heaven, and whatever you permit on earth will be permitted in heaven.”

1. LOVE THE PURPOSE OF BUILDING HIS CHURCH

Matthew 16:18 NLT

THE PURPOSE OF BUILDING HIS CHURCH IS INTENTIONAL

BUILD- oikodoméé - to build a house, to edify, TO BUILD UP SOMEONE, TO BE STRONG
AND STURDY!

oikos,- "a house"

domeod, -"to build" — properly, to build a house

(home, edifice (figuratively) to edify —

literally, "build someone up," helping them to stand (be strong, "sturdy").
TO BE STRONG AND STURDY!

THE PURPOSE OF BUILDING HIS CHURCH IS MISSIONAL
CHURCH - Ekklesia- “a called-out assembly, called out congregation”
CALLED OUT BY GOD

Called out of darkness,

Called out of sin,

Called out to be different,

called out to out be salt,

called out to be light

YOU CALLED OUT, TO GO BACK IN

“We’re called out to go back in, but different”

THE PURPOSE OF BUILDING HIS CHURCH IS IMMANUEL

Matthew 1:23 NLT



“Look! The virgin will conceive a child! She will give birth to a son, and they will call him
Immanuel, which means ‘God is with us.””

CEASERA PHILIPE-Caesarea Philippi, now known as Banias, Banias, on the foothills of the
beautiful Mt. Hermon is lush with trees and wildlife.

ROMAN GOD PAN- Large crack is a portal to the underworld.
Paganism of Romans and Gentile.
Challenged Judaism and Paganism

Pan's Sanctuary: Caesarea Philippi (built by Herod Philip) had a large grotto, a cave in a
massive rock cliff, dedicated to Pan, the god of the wild, shepherds, and music.

"Gates of Hades": The cave was seen as a literal entrance to the underworld, a place for fertility
gods like Pan.The "Rock" in the Word: In Matthew 16, Jesus asks His disciples who they say He
is. Peter declares, "You are the Christ, the Son of the living God"

Jesus's Response: Jesus says, "And | tell you, you are Peter (Greek: Petros, meaning a small
stone/rock), and on this rock (the confession of Peter, or perhaps the solid truth it represented) |
will build my church, and the gates of Hades shall not prevail against it".

The Contrast: Jesus's statement was made at this pagan site, contrasting the power of the true
God with the false gods like Pan, whose worship was centered in the rock-hewn temple,
symbolizing a shift from paganism to Christianity.

So, the "rock" isn't cracked by Pan, but rather it's the setting where Pan's influence (the "gates
of Hades") was symbolically overcome by the foundation of the Christian Church.

Jesus was saying, I'm the real Rock!

“l AM...THE ROCK!” -JESUS

And He will be with you!

Matthew 10:1-4 NLT

“Jesus called his twelve disciples together and gave them authority to cast out evil
spirits and to heal every kind of disease and iliness. Here are the names of the twelve
apostles: first, Simon (also called Peter), then Andrew (Peter’s brother), James (son of
Zebedee), John (James’s brother), Philip, Bartholomew, Thomas, Matthew (the tax



collector), James (son of Alphaeus), Thaddaeus, Simon (the zealot), Judas Iscariot (who
later betrayed him).”

Matthew mentions himself by name in the Gospel of Matthew at Matthew 9:9, where Jesus calls
him from his tax collector's booth ("he saw a man named Matthew... 'Follow me™)

again HERE in the list of apostles at Matthew 10:3, identifying him as "Matthew the tax
collector"
